RS Tera Sport World Championship in Sweden

The event is being hosted by Bjtrlanda Kile SS in conjunction with
SS Kaparen, Gothenburg over 8"/9"/10"™ August, immediately after the RS Feva World
Championships at the same venue. The World Championship will be a junior event for Tera
Sports open to sailors under the age of 16 during the event. Open racing will also be
available for Tera Pros (any age).

Early indications suggest the Worlds will be well attended with a large contingent from
Sweden, six teams from Italy confirmed and several UK teams. Other countries are planning
to send teams so this will be a wonderful opportunity for young sailors to compete in an
international sailing event.
