The first Youth Olympic Games will be held in 
Singapore in 2010 and will include sailing, 
using a single-handed dinghy for both girls and 
boys age 15-16.  ISAF have invited bids for the 
boat to be used and say they are looking 
“to complete the pathway between junior 
sailing and the elite youth events”.  We feel 
that the RS Tera Pro is ideal for this transition 
age and size for single-handed sailing.  The 
Tera’s big sister, the RS Feva, has already set 
the scene by being selected as the two-
handed junior class for the same age group at 
the Australian Youth Olympic Festival in 2009.  
The Youth Olympic Games boat will be 
selected soon - we’ll keep you posted.

If you are planning to attend any of the Tera open days and do not have sail numbers, don’t 
worry, we will provide some means of identification for the day and will send you a set of free 
sail numbers after the event.  If you don’t know your sail number it’s on a sticker on the 
transom for most boats and/or given in the Owner’s Manual.  Otherwise let the Owner’s Club 
Secretary know the CIN code (Craft Identification Number – embossed on the transom) and 
we can find the sail number from this.  New boats are now supplied with sail numbers in the 
Owner’s Manual, so if you have a new boat please put these on the sail or bring them with 
you to one of the open days if you want help with this.
