- Two national training weekends

- First training weekend at Hayling Island SC 4/5™ April

- Second training weekend at Dabchicks SC 9/10th May

- Squad sailors encouraged to compete in the Inlands and Nationals

- Squad sailors separated into ‘national’ and ‘intermediate’ squads at later date

Please register your interest by e-mail if you haven’t already done so. RS Tera Race Squad
jackets will be available for registered members. These are Gul Code Zone Softshell Jackets
available in size Junior Medium for £55 (no VAT) and XS, S, M, L for £65, send cheques made
out to “RS Tera Owner’s Club UK” to the Owner’s Club Secretary . The jackets have Tera race
squad logos on the front and back.



The cost of the two training weekends is yet to be fixed, but is likely to be around £30 per sailor
for each weekend. RYA racing coaches will be used to ensure that the sailors get the best
opportunity to raise their game.

Regional training will run separately from this, with events organised by the host region and/or
club. There will normally be pre-entry for regional training events with an entry fee to cover costs
as decided by region, but participants will not need to join a squad to participate.

We anticipate regional training next season in the East, South, South East, South West and
Midland regions, with local training on the Isle of Man and for beginners at Ripon SC. Details of
